*The issue, bill, or statement date must be no earlier than ninety (90) days before the
election. The 90" day before the June 4, 2024 Primary Election is March 6, 2024.

If you do not provide a copy of your ID document with your voted ballot, your ballot will be treated
as a special (provisional) ballot, and will not be counted unless you submit a copy of your

ID to the Board of Elections by 4:45 pm onTuesday, June 11, 2024,
